Directions to Hole-in-the-Mountain Place: 
Travel I-80 approx. 30 miles east of Elko, Nevada, and take Exit 333 "Deeth - Starr Valley".  Turn south onto State 

Route 230 "Starr Valley Road" and travel approx. 6 miles and turn right onto Mountain View Camp Road.  (The 

road does not have a sign but is labeled on Google Maps) Mountain View Camp Road is a gravel road and the turn 

off is on a sharp left curve in the highway with an old rusty guardrail.   

 

Travel 1/4 mile.  As the road turns to the left, travel through gate with a Star and Horseshoe emblem.  On maps, this 

road is marked "NF-140".  Continue through gate, up the hill, through a second gate, then up the hill to the right and 

above the meadow.  Continue to third gate, where you will be able to see the cabin and driveway, downhill to the 

right, below the road.
